You will received a biometrics
(fingerprint) appointment. (1-2
months after mailing)

You will receive an
appointment for your
citizenship interview. You
have two attempts. (3-8
months after mailing)

If you pass your interview, you
might be naturalized after
your interview or receive a
notice for an oath ceremony.
